In the !rst category, in opening period, only verm'e and 6 scales cray!sh are allowed.

The trolling is prohibited in the entire department.

Fishing maggot is allowed without priming 1st category on lakes managed by the 
Federation as well as portions of rivers (see lists below).

To protect spawning and breeding salmon !shing wading is prohibited from 14 
March to 17 April inclusive on Semme, Couze downstream of Lake Saint-Pardoux, the 
Ardour below Lake Bridge at the Age, and Gartempe and its tributaries in 1st class.
Gartempe in the 2nd category (downstream of bridge of the Cathars), this method of 
!shing is prohibited from 1 January to 17 April inclusive, and from 1 November to 31 
December.

Fishing for bass on the dam Fleix is allowed but surrender to the immediate water is 
mandatory.
